As part of
the Blue Team, | was a captain one year, it was only when everyone came
together, students, parents and teachers that we were successful. | wasn’t
good at sports, still today, | can’t throw a ball if my life depended on it,
but what | was good at was bringing people together, organizing and
strategizing in order to bring the best out of everyone participating.

George School taught me that | could achieve much more when | worked
as a team member, when as a group we shared a common goal and used
our specific abilities and interests to work together.

We
prepared a presentation showcasing Dominican history, music and our
school values; we lived through a snow storm and the coldest temperatures
some of us had ever experienced. We came back knowing that we
achieved it together and realized that we were very fortunate as a class to
have grown up with so many shared experiences.

One of the principal lessons Project Green and SGCS are trying to
teach this new generation of young people is to recognize the 3R’s of
protecting our environment: reducing, reusing and recycling. With the
help of the homeroom teachers and Physical Education staff, SGS has
banned plastic or paper cups for coffee or water. The purpose of this is
to promote reusable sources like water bottles and thermoses. Since SGS
provides water in nearly every hallway and office area, these cups generate
a lot of trash. When students, faculty, staff and employees all start using
their water bottles instead of the cups, we save hundreds of pounds of
plastic and paper that cannot be recycled and goes straight to the trash
dump where it just adds to the already mountainous volumes of trash.

In order to change the world one student at a time, each of us must
teach our students, parents and community that small steps from each
individual add up to big steps in the community and the nation. You can
help by setting up a recycling box in your house or apartment, teach all
the members in your household to be natural at recycling plastic bottles,
newspapers, recyclable paper and cardboard products. Reuse recycled
bags for the supermarket and take a thermos or water bottle to school
or work. Reducing how much you waste is the first step. Reusing is the
second and the easiest. Then recycle what can be turned into something
useful.

Everyone can be a leader just by doing these three simple steps. Just say
“No more plastic cups” or “I don’t need a bag, | can carry it, thank you”.
And finally, bring your recyclable materials to Saint George and Project
Green will make sure it gets to the right place. Teaching and learning are
the same thing. You and your family can do it!

Since last May, | have been working with teachers
from eight other schools in Santo Domingo as well
as organizations and universities from the U.S with
one goal in mind: creating environmental awareness
in the Dominican Republic. We participated in a
three day workshop to begin to plan and implement
school- wide projects about the environment. This
topic has brought the schools together in a new and
powerful way. In the past, we have only competed
in athletic and academic competitions, but now the
goal is different. In order to create environmental
awareness in the community, all schools need to work

together on a

united front. o
This group is

now called the Dominican Environmental Education
Program (DEEP) and the current project is to monitor
water quality in the water on the shores of Santo
Domingo.

At a conference held in October, 150 students and
teachers from all the participating DEEP schools
gathered to identify water quality as an important
environmental issue and then together, students and
mentors have created an environmental protocol to
test the water. Mr. Gotz and | have been leading the
SCS DEEP group of eight Middle School students
who traveled to Guibia Beach multiple times during
the semester to test and collect water samples; in the
spring semester they will begin to analyze the data.

SGS plans for DEEP to expand to Upper School next
year and create more environmental protocols that are
vital to the awareness and protection of our fragile
environment. DEEP has proven to be a wonderful
learning experience for the students and families
involved. Science is an important part of the SCS
curriculum, and these new programs will allow our
students to get hands-on experiences in the field. |
hope that through programs like DEEP, our students
will become leaders and share their knowledge

and passion about the environment with the SGS
community and beyond.

teachers and administrators to best
practice educational trends and

local, and non-government agencies
in field of international education.

From October 5th to the 9th, Mrs.
Valinda Valdez and | attended the
34th Annual Educators” Conference
in Bogota, Colombia. There were
educators representing Central
America, Colombia, the Caribbean,
and Mexico.

administrators from hundreds of
schools. The conference theme
was “Deepening Our Impact” and
it recharged our batteries with
more than 800 teachers who are
also passionate about education.

For two days and 14
hours of instruction we learned
about how to create and lead
research cultures. The workshop
was conducted by Laura Lipton,
author of “Got Data? Now What?”.
The data is a catalyst for people
to gather and analyze how we can
improve the process of teaching
and learning.

Keynote: Practices That Deepen
Our Impact. We must always
remember that SGS is not about
us, it is about the students. She
emphasized the new studies that
are being conducted in Neuro-
Science and the Brain, to be used in
in education. In order to construct
Lifelong Learners, from conception
to 3 years old kids need to play,
have time for physical activities and
the arts. In the preschool years,
time should be invested in reading,
math and interpersonal skills. In
Middle School years, there should
be an emphasis on sports, extra-
curricular activities, and mentoring.
During High School, students need
to explore technology, robotics,
and engineering.

New Learning: Lauren Hegarty.
We took this workshop in a special

classroom called GLOBAL STUDIO.

Lauren Hegarty is an Instructional
Coach K-5th from Colegio Bolivar
in Medellin. She explained why we
need to rethink about our learning
spaces; they must be functional and
attractive. There are three types
of pedagogy: didactics, authentic
and transformative. We need

to implement new learning 21st
Century Skills, where the student
needs to be active, critical, able

to solve problems as well as work
in groups. “The teacher is but a
meddler in the middle”.

First MakerClass: Thomas Q.
Adams. Thomas is an Ed-Tech
integrationist in Country Day
School Costa Rica. He is also a
Coogle Certified Innovator and
teaches a high school class called
Maker and Robotics. In his class,
students are taught these Basic
Skills: 3D Design, 3D Printing,
Programming, Micro-controllers,
Student Creativity, and FTC Robot
Building. He proposes that these
classes are included as a Club,

then as an Independent Study

and further along as a class. The
purpose is to introduce the game,
invention, interaction and design in
the curriculum.

Design Thinking: Maggie
Chumbley. This workshop’s goals

Were:

1. Understand basic elements of
design thinking process

2. Creativity boosting activities

3. How creativity, design and
project-based learning might work
in your classroom

4. Have fun

It is important to teach these
concepts of Design for Change,
especially to children 8-15 years.
They need to Feel-Imagine-
Do-Share. Design Thinking for
Educators is a creative process that
helps design meaningful solutions
in the classroom, school, and
community.

this problem mostly through the legacy of slavery and
the European colonization of Latin America. The 10th
graders addressed this problem mostly through the
impact of immigration and its influence on national
identity. Students compared the impact of immigration
between USA and Mexico with that of the Dominican
Republic and Haiti. These projects ranged from
posters, display boards, timelines, artistic displays,
iMovies, poems, speeches, etc.

Miss Cabral’s 9th grade class created magazines
examining four different aspects of the impact of
racism on Dominican society.

The event was a large success in the end as it showed

Samt George School’s Lego League is a challenging and innovative club
in which students design, build, test and program Lego-based robots,
work as a team to research real world problems and create solutions

in a presentation format, and finally, interweave the Core Values of
cooperation and gracious professionalism. They must use math, simple
physics and science concepts in their team building for their presentations
and competitions against hundreds of other students here in the
Dominican Republic.

Our students, boys and girls ages 9-14 in groups of 5 meet after school
twice a week to explore and research the world of wastes...from
collection to sorting to recycling.

“Conferencia Internacional de las
Américas” (CILA 2015) was held
from the 22nd to the 25th of
October, 2015, at the Crowne Plaza
Hotel, Santo Domingo, Dominican
Republic.

Este extracto del famoso cuento de Lewis Carroll, Alicia en el Pais de
las Maravillas, aborda uno de los elementos claves de mejora continua:
fijacion de metas. Solamente cuando hemos decidido hacia dénde nos
dirigimos, podemos saber si nos estamos moviendo en la direccién
correcta. Para nosotros alcanzar las metas es sinénimo de calidad.

Al examinar diferentes modelos de mejora continua, se hace evidente
que su esencia esta oculta en el ciclo Planificar-Hacer-Verificar-Actuar,
un patrén creado por el Dr. William Edwards Deming, un estadistico
norteamericano. A pesar de que la redaccién y los pasos varfan, los
siguientes modelos revelan claramente el anteproyecto de Deming:

En SCS estamos comprometidos con la excelencia en los servicios
educativos que ofrecemos. Buscamos la calidad en la educacién a través
de la implementacion de pruebas estandarizadas que miden el progreso
académico de cada estudiante. El constante monitoreo y evaluaciéon de
los resultados es lo que asegura nuestra mejora continua. Sabemos que no
podemos mejorar lo que no se mide.




El uso de la data para guiarnos en la toma de decisiones es una prioridad
en Saint George School. Hay muchas maneras de recolectar y reportar el
progreso de nuestros estudiantes, incluyendo las pruebas MAPs, exdmenes
IB, Pruebas Nacionales, evaluaciones mensuales, encuestas al personal,
estudiantes y familias, y la opinién del maestro. Cada pieza ofrece una
